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Introductory Remarks

The data contained in this publication has been divided into ten categories, namely (1)
general table, (2) higher education, (3) secondary education, (4) elementary education,
(5) pre-school education, (6) supplementary education, (7) special education, (&) social
education, (9) physical & health education, and (10) others.

Sources of the data for this publication are based on regular reports from schools of all
levels as well as data provided by this Bureau from all the offices concerned.

If the data here didn't indicate public or private schools, it means including both of
them.

The term “academic year” used in this publication represents a period of time
commencing 1 August through 31 July of the following year. The first semester is
from 1 August to 31 January of the following year, and the second semester 1s from 1
February to 31 July.

Figures in tables regarding the number of schools, teachers, staffs, classes and students
originate from the first semester and represent the data for the year, but figures
regarding the actual number of graduates apply only to the second semester.

For the purpose of accuracy, specific dates of reporting have been set for schools.
October 20 1s set for universities and colleges, and September 30 for schools of other
levels. The statistical returns for the institutions of social education are prepared in
accordance with the static figures at the end of each year.

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Introduction to the School System

The main Features of the current school system are as follows:

1. Kindergartens: two years, take care of children from age four to six.

2. Elementary schools: six years admit pupils from age six to twelve.

3. Junior high schools: three years, take in students between age twelve and fifteen.

4. Senior high schools are divided into - Senior academic high schools and Senior
vocational high schools, three years, take in students no ages limit.

5. Junior colleges which admitting senior high school graduates or junior high school
graduates need five or two years. Universities and four years colleges need four
years as general rule (but six to seven years in case of studying in medical school).
Graduate schools need at least one years in master's degree and two years in ph. D.
degree. None of the rules specifies the school age either of day schools or nigh
schools.

6. The number of years of study required of students in schools for special education
or supplementary education 1s identical with that of regular schools of the same
standing. Special education has kindergarten, elementary, junior high and senior
high vocational levels. Supplementary schools offer a range of education equivalent
to that provided by the elementary school, junior high school, senior high school of
similar nature, two-year junior college, and college under the regular education

system.

School Inspectors: in charge of affairs dealing with directing evaluating and
improving schools as well as affiliated organizations.

Accounting Office: in charge of the affairs dealing with annual expenditure and
accounting.

Statistics Office: in charge of the affairs dealing with statistics.

Personnel Office: 1n charge of the affairs dealing with personnel management,
personnel evaluation.

Government Ethics Office: in charge of the affairs dealing with anti-corruption.
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B. Affiliated Organizations

(a) Taipei Teachers In-Service Education Center: in charge of the affairs dealing
with teacher's training and counseling, as well as research in education.

(b) Taipei Public Library: have one main library and 41 branch libraries. The main
library 1s responsible for acquisition and cataloging, circulation and
preservation, information request and referral, library education of books and
non-books materials. The branch libraries focus mainly on circulation and
reader services.

(c) Taipei Zoo: in charge of the affairs dealing with caring and management of the
animals 1n the zoo and other concerned educational activities.

(d) Taipei Astronomical Museum: in charge of the affairs dealing with education
and research 1n astronomy.

(e) Taipei Sports Office: in charge of the affairs dealing with research and
propagation of physical activities and administering the stadium.

(f) Taiper Children's Recreation Center: The center is established to provide
educational and recreational activities, exhibits traditional objects and artifacts
of ancient China through authentic reproductions, and introduce science
education.

(g) Taiper Family Education Center: in charge of the affairs dealing with family
education.
